An incredible 1000 events took
place across the UK, and
thousands pledged to reduce
their environmental impact. Our
report also hit the headlines,
with the news that climate
change has devastated crops,
and even taken a whole inch off
our chips!

Later in the year 12,000 people

joined us for The Time Is Now -

the biggest ever mass lobby for
climate, nature and people.

A NET ZERO TARGET

People all over the country sent
green hearts to ask their MPs to sign
up to support a net zero future. We
saw over 90 MPs, including party
leaders, Ministers and influential
backbenchers, engage with the
Show the Love campaign.

Our petition for a net zero target
gathered momentum and in June,
Prime Minister Theresa May
announced a legally binding target
to reach net zero emissions by 2050.

PLEDGE FOR THE PLANET

In February, people from the Isles
of Scilly to the Shetland Islands
held events and pledged to do

their bit to tackle climate change.
Our new Homes report hit the

headlines, and a record number of
MPs took part.

AYEAR LIKE NO OTHER

Shortly after Show The Love, the
country was transformed by the
Coronavirus pandemic, impacting
our communities and our economy.

We campaigned for a green and
fair recovery from the crisis, and
people from every corner of the
UK joined us to make history at the
first ever virtual lobby of MPs. Later
in the year, Prime Minister Boris
Johnson announced a green
recovery plan that included a 2030
petrol and diesel ban, something
we have been campaigning on
since 2018.
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THE TIME IS NOW

With the UN Climate Conference
postponed until November 2021,
the UK has an extra year to get its
house in order to lead the world
into a cleaner, greener future where
the people and places we love are
protected from the worst impacts
of the climate crisis.

A
What is the UN Climate
Conference, or COP26?

World leaders meet annually at UN
climate conferences - known as COPs -
to discuss how to address the climate
crisis by limiting greenhouse gas
emissions and restricting the rate the
world is warming. COP26 will be the
26th time that countries have met.

The UK will be the co-hosts of COP26
in November 2021 - the most
important international summit we
have ever hosted. What gets decided
at the COP26 will set a pathway for
the global community for years to
come. This is our opportunity to lead
the world into a greener future, but
first we need to invest in the solutions
to the climate crisis at home. Ahead of
the summit, the UK must lead the
world by ensuring our recovery gets
us on track to net-zero emissions and
limits the rise in the global
temperature to 1.5 degrees C.

How does the Show The Love
campaign link to cOP26?

The UK needs to get its own house
in order before hosting the world in
Glasgow. During Show the Love, we
join together to show that people
from all walks of life want to see our
politicians take urgent, ambitious
action to protect what we love from
the climate crisis. From making,
wearing and displaying green hearts,
to talking to friends and neighbours
about climate change, to sharing a
green heart with your MP - all these
actions add up to show that the
public wants our government to be
ambitious in tackling the climate
crisis.

Does my green heart make a
difference?

Yes! During Show the Love (and
beyond) we see MPs proudly
wearing and showing off the
crafted green hearts that people
like you sent them, in Parliament
and on social media. Your green
heart is a personal message to your
MP as their constituent, asking
them to commit to a green
recovery that tackles the climate
crisis and sets us on a path to a
world that works for everyone.

Top Tips on how to talk to your MP about
climate change

Talking to your MP about anything can seem daunting if you haven't done it
before, so we've put together some top tips to help you make the most out
of your climate conversation with your MP.

Top Tip One - Research your MP
It's worth doing a bit of detective work
before you make contact with your MP.
Find out things like which political party
they are in, what their interests and
areas of expertise are, and if they're
interested in any climate-related issues
or solutions. You can find this info at
theyworkforyou.com, parliament.uk or
on your MP’s website.

Doing this can help you to tailor your
conversation to their interests and
anticipate their response.

Top Tip TWo - Make a plan and keep

it personal

Ahead of meeting or emailing your MP,
it's helpful to decide and plan what you
want to talk about with your MP. It is
good to bring a couple of facts to help
you make your argument but don’t
overwhelm your MP with statistics. MPs
are interested in anything local so focus
on talking about why climate change is
important to you and how it is affecting
your constituency, and why you want to
see climate action.

You don’t need to be an expert on
climate change to meet your MP, but a
well thought out approach can make all
the difference in turning your MP into a
champion for climate issues!

Top Tip Three- Follow up

Send an email or letter to your MP to
thank them for responding to your
email or attending a meeting with
you - this will help build your
relationship for next time. You should
also remind them of any
commitments they made, and ask
them to keep you updated on any
progress.

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POM POM GREEN HEARTS

This year, show the love and spark conversations about climate change
with a pom pom green heart, created from 100% cotton yarn — they
make great key rings, can be tied to bags or strung together for bunting
to decorate your window display!

Finished size approximately: 7.5cm (W) x 7.5cm (T) x 4cm (D)

YOU WILL NEED:

9cm diameter pom pom maker

STEP 1:

Open up the two sections of the pom pom
maker and position them together, following the
manufacturer's instructions. For a speckled heart,
wrap at least three shades of green yarn
together around one side of the pom pom
maker; for a marbled one wind different shades
together in sections as desired.

100% cotton 4-ply yarn in
shades of green — you can use
one solid colour or mix
different shades of green
together to create speckled or
marbled hearts

Extra strong thread or fine
cord in a contrast colour

Chain and ring from an old key
ring

6mm-wide green ribbon

Pair of small sharp scissors

Large-eyed sewing needle

STEP 2:

It is important to make your pom pom very firm
and full, so continue winding yarn around the first
side of the pom pom maker until it is completely
filled, leaving just a very small gap at the centre.

STEP 3:

Repeat winding yarn around the second side of
the pom pom maker in the same way and clip
the two sides together to form a circle.

STEP 4:

Using the scissors cut through the yarns all
around the edges, between the two plastic disks.

STEP 5:

Cut a length of extra strong thread and slip it
between the two plastic disks, wrap the thread
around the disks a couple of times, tie the ends
loosely together and then pull up tightly; knot
ends firmly together to secure.

STEP 6:

Open out the clips and remove the pom pom
from the maker, checking that the threads
wrapped around the centre are really tight and
knotted together well.

STEP 7¢

Making sure that your strong threads are kept
out of the way, trim the pom pom on both sides
with your scissors to form a flat-ish disk shape
that feels solid in the centre rather like a carpet.
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STEP 8:

Next trim the outer edges to form a rough heart
shape, with the strong threads exiting centrally at
the top 'V".

STEP 9:

Now it is time to really start shaping the heart, by
first cutting away the pom pom yarns on an angle to
create a wedge shape around the outer edges.
Continue giving the heart a ‘haircut’, it will feel like
you are cutting away a lot, but gradually the heart
will start to turn into a more solid, velvety shape.
formed from the very centre of the pom pom.

STEP 10:

Your heart will end up approximately half the size
of the original pom pom, but it will feel lush and
velvety to touch. Store all the off cuts from the
pom pom in a bag and use for them for stuffing
future craft projects.

STEP 11¢

To attach the heart to either the chain of a key
ring, or add a ribbon hanging-loop, use the
strong threads at the top on the heart to tie
them in place. Knit well, but to make sure the
threads are extra secure, thread them onto a
needle and work through the heart and out the
other side; trim away excess threads.
